BIOL123, Biology for Health Related Sciences and Non-Majors, is a non-majors course geared toward students in the health-related sciences interested in pre-professional programs and is the prerequisite for Anatomy and Physiology (BIOL 237, BIOL 247L, BIOL 238, BIOL 248L) and Microbiology (BIOL 239L). It is a one-semester course that covers the fundamentals of biology, including basic chemistry, cell biology, and genetics.  Credit is not allowed for both 123 and 110. This course is not accepted toward a Biology major.  

Please note that BIOL124L, the one-credit optional lab course that accompanies 123 may be taken during the same semester that the student is enrolled in BIOL123, or during a later semester.
